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The construction contract for the 2025 Street and Utility Improvement Project was awarded to

Holtmeier Construction, Inc based out of Mankato, Minnesota. This contractor also completed the
2023 Street project just west of Greenway Park. The contractor anticipates starting work the week
of April 7th but may start mobilizing equipment and setting up temporary water mains and services
for the first phase of the project the prior week. Centerpoint Energy is also expected to start work
in early April within the project area to install a second gas main along each of the project streets,
which will allow the elimination of gas service pipes that currently cross the street. Construction on
this project will continue through October, though it will occur in phases to reduce impacts to
residents in the area.

A neighborhood meeting is scheduled for April 2nd from é6pm to 7:30pm to allow residents to see
the final construction plans and ask questions city staff, engineering staff, and the contractor. The
contractor will also provide a preliminary schedule and phasing of the project at that time. The
field representative this year will be John Voigt with SEH who has provide similar construction
observation on City projects since the Main Street Reconstruction project in 2020.

The City Engineer and public works will review last year's street and utility project to review
potential punch list repairs. These repairs, as needed, will begin later this spring and are likely to
include minor concrete replacement and overseeding of grass areas. Final paving of the project
will likely occur in June. The project includes a 2-year warranty for work completed on the project.
