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STREET AND UTII.ITY
IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

Design work is underway for the 2026 Street Improvement Project
along 10" Avenue SE. The project includes pavement resurfacing and ADA
accessibility upgrades between CSAH 29 and 1°' Street SE. One block of
3" Street SE, east of the 10" Avenue SE intersection, will also be
improved. A major element of the project is a roadway reconfiguration
that will convert most of the 10" Avenue SE into a two-lane street with
shoulders. To enhance pedestrian safety, several intersections will
receive upgraded crosswalks featuring flashing beacons and curb bump
outs. A mini roundabout is also planned at 3'® Street SE. An open house
will be held in March to review the project details and gather public

| input.

New Prague Utilities continues progress on replacing approximately 70
private lead water service lines in the community. These lead service
replacements are typically located between the shutoff located outside
the home and the water meter most often located in a basement. Thanks
to two grants from the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority, all
replacements will be completed at no cost to property owners. The first
17 services will be replaced this spring by K.A. Witt Construction. The
remaining replacements will be included in a second phase, anticipated
to be bid later this summer. As SEH finalizes design for this phase,
