} Construction on the 2025 Street and Utility Improvement
o Project is underway as Holtmeier Construction started
SE installation of sanitary sewer and water main in mid-April
on the south two blocks of Lincoln Avenue N. The next phase of
the project will include reconstruction of utilities and the
remaining three blocks of Lincoln Avenue N up to 5" Street NE
with the street to be reopened to traffic later in June.
Construction on 1°' Street NE west of Lincoln Avenue N is expected
to start by the end of May. Sidewalk construction on 2" Street
NE, 5™ Street NE, and 12" Avenue SE has not yet been scheduled.
Centerpoint Energy has also been replacing gas mains and

services throughout the project area.

Residents on the 2025 project are encouraged to contact Julie
Brinkman at jbrinkmanesehinc.com to be put on the list for project
updates. They will begin receiving weekly construction updates
through email once signed up.

The City Engineer and public works have completed a review of
last year’s street and utility project to review potential punch list

repairs. These repairs will begin later this spring and include
minor concrete replacement and additional turf restoration. Final
paving of the project will likely occur in June. The project includes

a 2-year warranty for work completed on the project.
