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STREET AND UTILITY IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

Work on the 2025 Street and Utility Improvement Project is complete for the
year. The project area will be reviewed again next spring and another punchlist
assembled. Typical second year repairs include replacement of broken concrete
sidewalk or curb and gutter and other miscellaneous items. While most areas of
the project have grass coverage, overseeding or reseeding of some areas is also
expected. Final paving is likely to occur in June 2026.

Preparation of a Feasibility Report for the 2026 Street Improvement Project that
includes 10" Avenue SE between 290" Street (CSAH 29) and 1+ Street SE has
started. This area was previously reviewed and proposed for construction in 2024
but delayed temporarily. Improvements being considered for this project include
full or partial replacement of the pavement, a mini-roundabout at 3™ Street SE,
trail pavement replacement, and ADA improvements. Optional improvements may
include full or partial construction of medians, curb bump outs, and/or lane
reconfiguration. A neighborhood meeting will be held in November with
invitations fo be sent out fo properties affected by the project.

Work on the 2025 Llead Service Line Replacement Project by K.A. Witt is
expected fo start late this year with existing water service inspections by the
Contractor. This includes a review of the existing water service fo determine the
work needed for replacement. Construction is not likely to start until next spring.
The improvement will include replacement of the lead or galvanized pipe between
the outside shutoff and water meter with a high density polyethylene (HDPE) pipe
at no cost to the homeowner. Lead pipes within the right of way, or public side of
the water service, have been replaced through previous street and utility
improvement projects. Property owners affected by the lead service line
replacement program will be contacted by SEH and/or New Prague Utilities
Water Department. The City expects to receive funding to replace additional lead
water services in 2026 as part of a separately bid project.
